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This short-term program is intended to prepare students to become
Emergency Medical Technicians (EMTs) to work for an ambulance service
or in related fire departments, hospitals, or other rescue services. This
program is specifically for noncredit students who are seeking training

in the public safety field for immediate employment. Furthermore, this
program will also provide foundational skills and training for students to
enter into more advanced public safety programs. Students must pass
both core courses to earn the Emergency Medical Technician certificate.
